Adult and Teen Surveys were collected at the Huron County Fair in 2018 . Survey respondents were given a free t-shirt in exchange for completing a survey asking about different health topics. In the past, t-shirts were paid for by an abstinence education grant but now t-shirts are paid for by local donations. Past surveys focused solely on sexual health and substance abuse. The 2018 Huron County Fair Surveys included questions about demographic information, school, sexual health, tobacco use, and other miscellaneous health topics.

Any surveys that had an age less than 11 or older than 17 were excluded from the analysis. Surveys were excluded from this analysis if neither the zip code nor school attended were in Huron County. There were a total of 305 surveys collected and after exclusion 262 surveys analyzed.
