NORWALK, Ohio— Huron County Public Health (HCPH) has successfully completed a review process
to maintain national accreditation status through the Public Health Accreditation Board (PHAB). In
maintaining its accreditation status for another five years, HCPH has demonstrated that it meets
PHAB's quality standards and measures and has the capacity to continue to evolve, improve, and
advance to continue improving the health of Huron County.

HCPH achieved initial accreditation status in the year 2015 through PHAB, after undergoing a
rigorous, multi-faceted, peer-reviewed assessment process to ensure it met the quality standards
and measures for PHAB's requirements.
